Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

The Amusement Ride Safety Advisory Board provides advice and recommendations to the Director of
the Ohio Department of Agriculture. Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code § 1711.52, the advisory board's
purpose is to study the proposed rules to be adopted by the director regarding amusement ride safety
and any subject pertaining to amusement ride safety, including administrative, engineering, and
technical subjects.

The Amusement Ride Safety Advisory Board has provided assistance and support to the Ohio
Department of Agriculture and its Amusement Ride Safety Division for many years. The Department is
focused on providing a quality-driven public safety program to protect Ohio's citizenry by helping to
ensure that Ohio's amusement rides are safe and secure. The Department does this by maintaining
high-caliber inspectors who perform comprehensive inspections of amusement devices while also
heightening the integrity of the Amusement Ride industry within the state by working closely with
entertainment entities doing business in Ohio.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

The Amusement Ride Safety Advisory Board currently meets four times annually. Approximately four to

six hours are spent by ODA personnel preparing and working the Amusement Ride Safety Advisory Board
per meeting.

The Amusement Ride Safety Division currently has a total of 11 staff members which support the Division
in achieving its goal of ensuring that all amusement rides are safe and secure. These staff members
include one Chief Inspector, one Field Supervisor, one administrative professional, and eight Field
Inspectors. Currently, the Division regulates and inspects 3755 amusement rides within the state.




Agency’s past and anticipated budgets and its sources of funding

The Ohio Department of Agriculture's past and present source of funding includes self-generated
revenue brought in by the agency's role in regulating amusement devices. No general revenue funding

(GRF) supports this agency's operations at this time. The Division's spending authority for AGR Fund
5780, Line Item 700620, is $1,215,142 for Fiscal Years 2016 and 2017

There are 13 members of the Ohio Advisory Board on Amusement Ride Safety.

. The general manager of the Ohio state fair or the general manager's designee (appointed
by the Governor)

. a representative of temporary amusement ride owners a representative of the greater
Ohio showmen's association and the owner of a ride (appointed by the Governor)

. three representatives of owners of amusement parks (appointed by the Governor)

. one representative of the Ohio fair managers' association (appointed by the Governor)
. one representative of the insurance industry (appointed by the Governor)

. an engineer with an academic degree in engineering and who is knowledgeable in the

amusement ride industry (appointed by the Governor)

. one representative of the Ohio festivals and events association (appointed by the
Governor)
. two representatives of the general public (one appointed by the Speaker of the House and

the other appointed by the Senate President)

Members of the Ohio Advisory Board on Amusement Ride Safety are entitled to reimbursement for
actual and necessary expenses incurred for attending meetings, but historically members have
declined seeking reimbursement going back to 2005.
