	Agency Name: ADJUTANT GENERAL'S DEPARTMENT (ADJ)
	Point of Contact: William D. Albright
	Additional Notes: After analysis of the applicable chapters in Title 59 of the Revise Code, the department requires legal authority for the Adjutant General to rent armories for temporary purposes and to account for funds generated from these rentals. The department will seek a revision to RC 5911.09, Armory board of control - appointment with the deletion of the term armory board of control and replace it with organization's fund custodian.   
	Number of Members: The adjutant general shall appoint a board of control, to consist of one or more officers of the organizations or units.  The senior commander in the facility is designated as the custodian and has responsibility for accountability and administration of the armory board funds. 
 
The organization's fund custodian, armory board of controls is not compensated in any fashion.
	Past & Present Budget: Armory Board funds are received through other than appropriated means and maintained in an authorized account (local bank account). The primary source of revenue is derived from armory rentals. As of the end of state fiscal year 2014, the lowest armory board fund balance was $245.76 with the highest at $14,046.33.
 
The Department's senior financial manager is in the process of auditing state fiscal year 2015 armory board funds. 
 
In 2008, due to General Revenue Fund restrictions, the Adjutant General elected not to request annual appropriations and allowances for armory boards per RC 5923.20, annual appropriations and allowances. The department continues not to exercise this annual appropriations requests and focus its biennial budget request on the operating General Revenue funds.  
 
The department is in the process of re-writing Adjutant General Ohio Regulation 37-2, Administration of facility rental and maintenance of state funds within the units and armory boards of the Ohio National Guard.  One of the recommendations is to consolidate funds at the battalion level (next higher level) thereby eliminating those organizations that have small balances and reducing the number of armory board funds from the present 22 to 13. 
	Past & Anticipated Workload: As of the end of state fiscal year 2014, the Adjutant General's Department had twenty-two armory board funds requiring an armory board of controls. The day to day accountability of the armory board funds is executed by the senior organization's full time military staff, normally one to two personnel.  The Brigade level headquarters full time military staff, normally one to two personnel are responsible to perform annual audits of the subordinate organization's armory board funds. 
 
The organizational level audit of their financial records for the state fiscal year is to be completed no later than August 1 of each year.  The organization's commander forward copies of the financial reports to their Brigade level headquarters.  The Brigade level headquarters conducts audits and forwards financial reports and audit findings to the department's senior financial manager no later than October 1 of each year.  The department's senior financial manager conducts audits no later than January 1 of each year.     
	Primary Purpose & Goals: ARMORY BOARD OF CONTROL 
 
In accordance with RC 5911.10, for each armory erected or provided, the adjutant general shall appoint a board of control, to consist of one or more officers of the organizations or units quartered therein. The board of control may rent the armory for temporary purposes, subject to regulations prescribed by the adjutant general, and the money derived from such rental shall be paid into the treasury of the armory board of control (local bank account). 
 
The term "board" as stated in RC 5911.10 is misleading.  The law's intent is to appoint a "custodian" of the armory funds, not a formal/official representative body organized to perform official or representative functions.   The department acknowledges the term "board" is not the proper term and will will seek a revision to RC 5911.09 with the deletion of the term armory board of control and replace it with organization's fund custodian.  
  
Adjutant General Ohio Regulation 37-2, Administration of facility rental and maintenance of state funds within the units and armory boards of the Ohio National Guard establishes basic policies and procedures for the administration of armory board funds, for all expenditures to include rentals, maintenance and repair of facilities. 
 
The armory board of control at each armory is responsible for the management and administration of the funds as well as completing the annual report of proceedings, accounting for all receipts and disbursements. 
 
The highest ranking officer at each location with an armory board fund is designated as the custodian (board of control) of the armory board funds.
