	Additional Notes: In light of the provisions in the Ohio Constitution creating the Ohio Coal Research and Development program, the Development Services Agency recommends that the Technical Advisory Committee be reauthorized. We would recommend, however, that the Committee be reduced from 13 to 12 members, because we have not been able to fill one position for several years.
	Number of Members: Members of the Coal Technical Advisory Committee are eligible to receive a paid per diem in addition to reimbursement for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their duties.
 
Since the Technical Advisory Committee moved to DSA in 2011, however, Committee members have never requested the per diem or reimbursement.
	Past & Present Budget: The source of funding for the Ohio Coal Research and Development Program is general obligation bonds through the capital budget, backed by the General Revenue Fund. Operating expenses are funded through the General Revenue Fund.
 
The 2013-2014 combined appropriation and re-appropriation project budget was $40,312,538.
The 2015-2016 combined appropriation and re-appropriation project budget was $27,348,712.

	Past & Anticipated Workload: The Coal Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) typically meets between 2 and 4 times per year, depending on the number of project requests for funding that are received under the Ohio Coal Research and Development Program. The staff involved with the Coal Development Office total 1.5 full-time equivalent positions. The anticipated workload is expected to remain at the same level as new projects continue to be solicited that will need to be reviewed by the Coal TAC.
	Primary Purpose & Goals: The purpose of the Coal Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) is to review and make recommendations concerning the Ohio Coal Development Agenda and funding proposals under the Ohio Coal Research and Development Program.
 
Article VIII of the Ohio Constitution authorizes the state to issue bonds for coal research and development. The Ohio Coal Research and Development Program provides funding for research at educational institutions and for pilot and demonstration projects at non-profit and for-profit businesses and scientific institutions. These programs seek proposals that maximize the use of Ohio coal in a cost-effective, environmentally friendly manner.
 
Priority is given to improvements or reconstruction of existing facilities and equipment when economically feasible; construction and operation of commercial-scale facilities; and technologies, equipment, and other techniques that enable the maximum use of Ohio coal in an environmentally acceptable and cost-effective manner.
