Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

College Credit Plus is Ohio's new dual enrollment program in which students in grades
7-12 can concurrently earn both high school and college credit. The purpose of this
program is to promote rigorous academic pursuits and to provide a wide variety of
options to college-ready students. When taking a college course from a public college
or university, College Credit Plus is at no additional cost to the student. That means no
cost for tuition, books or fees. If a student chooses to attend a private college or
university, the student may have limited costs.

HB487 (130) tasked the chancellor of higher education and the superintendent of
public instruction to jointly establish the College Credit Plus Advisory Committee The
Advisory Board is to assist in the development of performance metrics and the
monitoring of the program's progress beginning with the 2015-2016 academic school
year. At least one member of the advisory committee shall be a school guidance
counselor.

The College Credit Plus program became operational in fall 2015. First year's data will
be reported in January 2016 for fall term and July 2016 following spring term. In order
for the program's operation to inform the Advisory Board's optimal membership, the

Advisory Board is still in the formation stage and will be established by June 30, 2016.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

The committee will be tasked with reviewing data received from the colleges and
universities to determine the effectiveness of the program and areas for adjustment and
improvement. This data will be compiled and posted annually, and a biennial report
detailing the status of the college credit plus program, including an analysis of quality
assurance measures related to the program, will be submitted to the governor, the
president of the senate, the speaker of the house of representatives, and the
chairpersons of the education committees of the senate and house of representatives.




Agency’s past and anticipated budgets and its sources of funding

Any nominal costs incurred through the work of the committee will be absorbed by each
agency's operating budget; this will include staff work time devoted to the committee.




Number of members of its governing board or other governing entity and their compensation, if any

The College Credit Plus program became operational this fall, and we will be gathering data over the
course of the academic year. Since the data for the committee to review is not yet available, the
committee has not yet been formed. Work toward forming the committee will take place thoughout

the spring of 2016, with the committee beginning its functions in June after the academic year's data
has been received. There will be no compensation for the committee members.
