Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

Governor John Kasich signed Senate Bill 130, a law regulating high-volume dog breeding kennels and
dog retailers, into law on December 11, 2012. The Commercial Dog Breeders Act became effective on
March 13, 2013. As part of the bill, ORC 956.17 established the Commercial Dog Breeding Advisory
Board and requires the Board to (1) review rules that have been or are proposed to be adopted under
the act and (2) advise the Director on the administration of the act and rules adopted under it.

The Board is made up of the State Veterinarian in the Department of Agriculture and the following six
members appointed by the Governor, with the advice and consent of the Senate:

(1) One member representing a humane society;

(2) One member who is a county dog warden;

(3) One member who is a veterinarian;

(4) One member representing animal rescues for dogs in Ohio;

(5) One member who is a member of a professional dog breeding association in Ohio; and

(6) One member representing the public.

The Board is required by the statute to meet at least four times per year. Members of the board serve
without compensation for attending board meetings, but can be reimbursed for their actual and
necessary expenses incurred in the performance of official duties as members of the Board.

The Board's purpose:

(1) To review rules that have been or are proposed to be adopted under the Commercial Dog Breeding
Act; and

(2) To advise the Director on the administration of the Commercial Dog Breeding Act.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

This board requires 3-5 hours of staff time. Work is absorbed by the department's commercial dog
breeding staff and legal staff.
