	Number of Members: The Credential Review Board is a seven-member board consisting of members from each of the following categories: (1) administrators with responsibility for human resources, (2) other school or district administrators, (3) classroom teachers, (4) higher education representatives, and (5) community and business leaders.
 
Board members are appointed through an open nomination process that seeks to ensure representation from across Ohio and from a plurality of viewpoints.  Candidates for Board membership may be nominated by any relevant stakeholder group.

	Past & Present Budget: As of 2015, the Credential Review Board's total previous expenses were $14,530 for mileage and travel costs associated with the board's business.
 
 
	Past & Anticipated Workload: The Credential Review Board meets monthly, or on an as needed basis, depending on the caseload. 
The Department of Education has one administrator and one support staff member that work to assist the Credential Review Board with its licensure function. These staff members primarily have other duties and work to support the board.
The administrator typically spends 1-2 business days preparing for each Credential Review Board meeting.  Approximately 15% of the support staff member's time is spent supporting the Board.
 
	Primary Purpose & Goals: As required by law, the Credential Review Board was established by the State Board of Education to carry out functions assigned to it by the State Board with respect to assessing individuals who are pursuing alternative routes to obtaining an educator license or who are out-of-state educators seeking licensure in Ohio.
The Credential Review Board assists the State Board of Education in its licensure function by reviewing these individuals' applications for factors that may serve as a basis for meeting Ohio's licensure requirements.  The Credential Review Board evaluates such factors as an applicant's work experience, academic qualifications, and professional accomplishments to determine if these factors sufficiently contribute to the applicant's knowledge and background to be an effective educator.
