Organized under 924, the Grain Marketing Committee collects a “checkoff” on the sale of wheat,
barley, rye and oats from producers for the purpose of enhanced marketing. Members of the
Committee are elected by the producers who pay the assessments. Their nomination is certified by the
director of agriculture, and the department oversees any elections. The director also reviews an
audited annual report of the Committee.
