The Hospital Measures Advisory Council, along with the Data Collection and Analysis Group and
Infection Control Group, were created by statute in 2006 to advise the Department of Health on the
development of the new hospital performance measures and data reporting requirements. The

council, and its subgroups, completed their statutory responsibility which was to set up the data
collection program.
