Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

The Housing Trust Fund provides funding to nonprofit organizations, public housing
authorities, private developers and lenders, local governments, and consortia of eligible
applicants that are interested in increasing affordable housing opportunities, expanding
housing services, and improving housing conditions for low- and moderate- income
Ohioans.

The Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee's purpose is to assist the Ohio
Development Services Agency and the Ohio Housing Finance Agency with identifying
Ohio's current housing needs and priorities. The Advisory Committee makes
recommendations every year to the Director of Development Services on the design of
programs and the allocation of funds to most effectively benefit low- and moderate-
income Ohioans.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

There is currently 1 staff member who schedules the annual meeting, maintains
communication with advisory committee members, and prepares meeting materials and
the annual report to the General Assembly. The Deputy Chief of the Office of Community
Assistance prepares the annual budget and presents any budgetary or policy related
information at the committee meeting. These duties account for approximately 40 hours
in a given year. We do not anticipate changes to the workload.




Agency’s past and anticipated budgets and its sources of funding

The primary source of Ohio Housing Trust Fund dollars is the Trust Fund portion of the
recordation fees, collected by County Recorders, mainly from home sales.

The budget appropriation approved by the General Assembly is as follows:

FY12 - $53,000,000
FY13 - $53,000,000
FY14 - $59,000,000
FY15 - $58,000,000
FY16 - $53,000,000




Number of members of its governing board or other governing entity and their compensation, if any

The Ohio Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee has 14 members who receive no
compensation but may be reimbursed for reasonable and necessary expenses
incurred in the discharge of duties. Since the creation of the board, members have not
requested or been reimbursed for such expenses.

Although the input of this committee is valuable to DSA, we recommend that the
number of committee members be reduced to 7. Fewer committee members will make
the group more nimble and even more responsive when housing-related policy
guestions arise. A reduced number would be ideal for good governance of the
committee.
