	Past & Present Budget: 
	Past & Anticipated Workload:  The Ohio 2020 Tax Policy Study Commission has only had two hearings since its creation. Both hearings focused on Ohio's current tax structure. As the commission continues to hold future hearings, it is the intent to begin to focus on more specific subject areas to better meet the goals set in House Bill 64. 
 
The Ohio 2020 Tax Policy Study Commission is unique, in regards to how the commission is staffed. In total the commission uses seven staff personnel. It is the same staff used by both chambers. Caucus members from both chambers as well as the chairmans staff contribute to the commission's effectiveness. 
 
	Primary Purpose & Goals: The Ohio 2020 Tax Policy Study Commission was created during House Bill 64 to review Ohio's tax structure and policies and make recommendations to the General Assembly on how to maximize Ohio's competitiveness by the year 2020. The Commission will make recommendations on how to transition Ohio's personal income tax to a 3.5% or 3.75% flat tax by tax year 2018, it has generated recommendations on Ohio's severance tax and also requires the Commission to review state tax credits and to study the effectiveness of the historic building rehabilitation tax credit, including whether to make the credit refundable or to create a grant program. After all three reports have been issued the commission ceases to exist.
