Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

The Ohio History Connection was founded in 1885 to serve as the state's history
partner to preserve and protect Ohio history for future generations. There are five
primary state functions whereby the Ohio History Connection achieves its mission to
spark discovery of Ohio's stories:

* Operating the Ohio History Center, the state's museum, in Columbus
* Maintaining the statewide network of state-owned historic sites and museums

* Ensuring the state's working papers and other archival materials are accessible to the
public through the State Archives

* Administering both federal and state historic preservation guidelines by assisting
developers, local governments and state agencies with the expertise of the State
Historic Preservation Office

* Assisting Ohio's local history-related organizations, educators and communities with
local history services (teacher professional development, historical markers,
educational sessions, strategic planning expertise, etc.) through the Local History
Office

Some of our major goals now include:

* Adding capacity for collections and archival storage space

* Attaining World Heritage status for our 2,000-year-old American Indians sites

* Embarking on an 88-county tour to engage Ohioans in state and local history

* Continue to strengthen our performance as it relates to our core values of relevance,
authenticity, inclusivity, stewardship and working together.

For FY 2016, the OHS Board of Trustees approved 206 FTE's to meet workload needs and
organizational priorities. We anticipate the need for 220 FTE's for FY 2017 to meet increased

demands, mostly related to statewide capital projects funded through anticipated state capital
budget.
