Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

OHIO MILITARY FACILITIES COMMISSION

In accordance with RC 5913.12(B) the Ohio Military Facilities Commission was created (HB
64, 131st General Assembly). Under the adjutant general the Ohio military facilities
commission's purpose is to develop and implement a program to finance or assist in the
financing of infrastructure capital improvements on military and defense installations in the
state, including but not limited to those facilities operated by the national aeronautics and space
administration, and the Ohio national guard.

The Ohio military facilities commission shall accept applications for financial assistance under
the program. The financial assistance may be in the form of grants, loans, and loan guarantees.
It may also be provided for rental or lease payments that enable new construction in support of
the purposes of sections 5913.12 to 5913.14 of the Revised Code. Upon receipt of an
application, the commission shall examine the proposed infrastructure capital improvement to
determine if it will support the military value of the installation as described in section 2913 of
the "Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990," Public Law Number 101-510, as
amended. Only those improvements that meet this condition are eligible to receive financial
assistance under the program.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

The adjutant general shall provide administrative assistance to the commission. The commission's
support requirements cannot be determined at this time since the facility commission has not yet

been totally formed. Appointments to the commission are to be made no later than December 31,
2015.

It is anticipated the commission's support requirements will exceed the current Adjutant General
staffing level and may necessitate hiring additional personnel to support the commission.

It is anticipated upon submission of the Ohio federal military jobs commission's final report the
duties of this commission will transfer to the Ohio military facilities commission.




Agency’s past and anticipated budgets and its sources of funding

HB 64, 131st GA established appropriation line item 745630, Ohio Military Facilities
Commission supports the purposes described in sections 5913.12 to 5913.14 of the Revised

Code. For state fiscal years 2016 and 2017, $2,500,000 annually has been appropriated to ALI
745630.




Number of members of its governing board or other governing entity and their compensation, if any

The Ohio military facilities commission shall consist of the following members:

(1) Three members have been appointed by the speaker of the house of representatives;
(2) Three members appointed by the president of the senate;

(3) Three members appointed by the governor.

Initial appointments to the commission shall be made not later than December 31, 2015. The
appointed members shall serve four-year terms.

No specific compensation guidance contained in RC 5913.13(A).




Additional notes

Upon the submission of the Ohio federal military jobs commission's final report the duties of
this commission will transfer to the military facilities commission. The military facilities

commission can continue the focus of military value of the installations (ability to support
future and current operations, infrastructure, surge capacity and cost of operations).
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
