Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

In 2012, HB 143 (Stinziano, O'Brien, 129t GA) was signed into law establishing requirements for youth
sports concussions.

To further clarify the law, HB 487 (Brenner, 130t GA) was signed by Governor Kasich in 2014
establishing a concussion committee to develop and publish guidelines addressing all of the following

with regard to youth athletes exhibiting signs, symptoms, or behaviors consistent with having sustained
a concussion or head injury.

* the diagnosis and treatment of concussions and head injuries;

* the conditions under which an athlete may be granted clearance to return to practice or
competition under section 3313.539 or 3707.511 of the Revised Code;

¢ and the minimum education requirements necessary to qualify a physician or licensed health care
professional to assess and clear an athlete for return to practice or competition under section
3313.539 or 3707.511 of the Revised Code.

The committee fulfilled its statutory purpose with the issuance of the report in March 2015.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

The committee met five times between October 2014 and March 2015, utilizing existing staff. There are
no plans for further meetings.




Agency’s past and anticipated budgets and its sources of funding

The committee's work did not require a dedicated funding source. Existing staff facilitated meetings.

The concussion committee had eight members including the Chairman (Director Hodges). They were
not compensated.
