	Number of Members: The Small Government Commission is made up of 10 members of which the 7 voting members are appointed by the 7-member Ohio Public Works Commission. The 3 ex officio members consist of the directors of the Department of Transportation and the Environmental Protection Agency, and the chair of the Ohio Water Development Authority. Members serve without compensation but are reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their duties. In the past three years, we have incurred approximately $800 in reimbursable expenses.

	Past & Present Budget: Small Government Program funds are provided as a statutory $15 million set-aside from the Ohio Public Works Commission's administered State Capital Improvement Program (SCIP). SCIP was created in 1987 and renewed in 1995, 2005 and 2014 by amendments creating Sections 2k, 2m, 2p and 2s, Article VIII of the Ohio Constitution. These Constitutional provisions allow the State to use its general revenues as debt support to issue general obligation bonds up to $175 million in fiscal years 2017 to 2021 and $200 million in fiscal years 2022 to 2026.
 
The Small Government Administrator also serves as the administrator for all of the Ohio Public Works Commission's programs and manages the OPWC program staff. Therefore, the administrator's salary is paid in accordance with all of OPWC's salaries. The OPWC aligns it budget to reflect the administrative effort to manage all three of its programs. This has been determined to be approximately 60% SCIP, 20% Local Transportation Improvement Program (LTIP), and 20% Clean Ohio Conservation Program (COCP).

	Past & Anticipated Workload: The state's 19 Public Works Integrating Committees may each submit up to 7 applications for consideration by the Small Government Commission (up to 133 applications annually). The Administrator, the sole staff member of the Small Government Commission, scores the top ranked 5 applications but holds the remaining two should one or both of the 5 be withdrawn or to retain program competitiveness. On average, 40 applications are approved annually based on available funding. The funded applications are distributed among the program staff of the Ohio Public Works Commission to administer.
	Primary Purpose & Goals: The Ohio Small Government Capital Improvements Commission provides grants and loans to villages and townships with populations in the unincorporated areas of less than 5,000 in population. A limited number of project applications for Ohio Public Works Commission funding not selected by the 19 Public Works District Integrating Committees may be chosen by the committees to compete for Small Government funding at the statewide level. The annual allocation is currently $15 million. The Small Government Commission is responsible for overseeing the rating, ranking and selection of projects as recommended by the Small Government Administrator.
