	Number of Members: The STEM Committee has seven members: (1) Superintendent of Public Instruction, (2) Chancellor of Higher Education, (3) Director of Development Services Agency, and (4) four public members with expertise in business or STEM fields, two of whom are appointed by the Governor and two of whom are appointed by the House Speaker and Senate President.  Members receive no compensation.
	Past & Present Budget: FY 08-09: GRF 200457 was established at $10,000,000 per year for STEM Initiatives. Of that, $6,283,000 was administered as grants by the STEM Committee.
 
FY 10-11: GRF 200457 was funded at $5,000,000 per year for STEM Initiatives.
 
FY 12 and beyond: GRF 200457 is no longer used for grants administered by the STEM Committee.
 
 
 
 
 
	Past & Anticipated Workload: The STEM Committee meets once annually.
 
Six ODE staff members from the Career-Tech Education (CTE) Office contribute time to support the work of the STEM Committee:
 
(1) CTE State Director; 
(2) CTE State Director's Administrative Professional; 
(3) CTE Science Consultant;
(4) CTE IT Consultant;
(5) CTE Engineering Consultant;
(6) CTE Math Consultant.
 
Each of the six staff members contributes an estimated 40 hours of work per year to the STEM Committee's functions.
 
 
	Primary Purpose & Goals: The STEM Committee has two primary purposes:
 
(1) To evaluate and approve proposals for STEM schools and for community schools and chartered nonpublic schools that seek designation as a STEM school equivalent.  As part of the approval process, the Committee must consult with the Ohio STEM Learning Network.
 
(2) To award grants to public and private schools to support the operation of STEM Programs of Excellence for students in grades K-8.
 
The Committee also may make recommendations to the General Assembly and Governor for the training of STEM educators.
