The Veterans Advisory Committee receives clerical assistance during meetings from one
full-time employee of the Ohio Department of Veterans Services whose primary role is
as an executive assistant, and other assistance as needed from the Department's
legislative liaison and policy director. One full-time employee from the Ohio Attorney
General's office serves as legal counsel to the committee. Minimal time and effort is
required of the staff in order to assist the Veterans Advisory Committee. Moving forward,
staffing requirements are expected to remain constant.
