Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

The Ohio History Connection, formerly the Ohio Historical Society, is a statewide
history organization with the mission to spark discovery of Ohio's stories. As a 501(c)
(3) nonprofit organization chartered in 1885, the Ohio History Connection carries out
history services for Ohio and its citizens focused on preserving and sharing the state’
s history. This includes housing the State Historic Preservation Office, the official state
archives and the Community Engagement Department and managing more than 50
sites and museums across Ohio.




Agency’s past and anticipated workload, number of staff required to complete workload, and total
number of staff

The Ohio History Connection employs around 250 people statewide, at our over 50
sites, at any given time depending on seasonal needs. This number has fluctuated
depending upon needs but has remained around 250 people.




Agency’s past and anticipated budgets and its sources of funding

The Ohio History Connection is funded through various sources, but primarily through
the General Revenue Fund and the Capital Budget. Here are the following sources and
percentages of overall funding:

GRF: 50%

Capital: 15%
Contracts/Grants: 15%
Contributions: 10%
Earned Revenue: 10%

These percentages are rounded to the nearest percentage in order to show the full
picture of how we are funded.

As it relates to dollar amount, it is important to note that the Ohio History Connection
has a total of 9 line items in the General Revenue Fund that are directly sent to us.
Many of those line items do not directly go into operational funds for the Ohio History
Connection but rather are passed through to the various entities represented in those
line items. Overall, funding amounts through the sources of funding listed above have
ranged from $21 million in FY 2008 to $28 million in FY 2023.




Number of members of its governing board or other governing entity and their compensation, if any

Tthe Board of Trustees for the Ohio History Connection is made up of 9 Governor

Appointed Trustees, 9 member elected Trustees, and 3 board elected Trustees. There
is no compensation for Board members.
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
