Agency’s primary purpose and its various goals and objectives

To advise and provide feedback to the President of Ohio University on land uses for
the former Southeastern Ohio Mental Health Hospital property, now known as the
Ridges, that was conveyed to Ohio University by the State of Ohio in 1988 (Sub. H.B.
576 of the 117th General Assembly).

This Committee provided recommendations on the 1998 Ridges Land Use Study that
Ohio University developed. In 2014-2016, the Committee provided valuable review and
feedback to the University president and University committee during a planning
process that updated the Ridges property land use plan, The Ridges Framework Plan.
From 2021 to 2023, the Committee provided input, along with the City of Athens,
community members, and private partners, to develop a strategy to implement the 2016
Ridges Framework Plan. Several members of the Committee are now on the board of the
New Community Authority which will oversee the implementation of the plan.
