	Number of Members: There are eight members on the APRN Advisory Committee, that serve without compensation, but are reimbursed their necessary expenses in carrying out their official duties.  One of the eight members is a member of the Board of Nursing.
	Past & Present Budget: Members of the APRN Advisory Committee  serve without compsensation, but are reimbursed for their travel and necessary expenses in carrying out their official duties. The committee member expenses reimbursed from 2017 through June 2024 is approximately $6,004 The Board includes all advisory group/advisory committee expenses within its biennial budget appropriations. The Board of Nursing is part of the 4K90 fund. 
	Past & Anticipated Workload: The APRN Advisory Committee meets approximately two to three times each year.  Meetings last two to three hours and do not require overnight travel.  The commmittee is staffed by two Board staff who coordinate the agenda and materials with the committee chair, the meeting venue and processing of meeting minutes.  Two additional staff contribute reports, attend meetings as their schedules permit, and processes any rule revision recommendations from the committee.

Past work of the APRN Advisory Committee includes review and recommendation of revision to Administrative Rules governing APRN prescribing and practice, and developing an informational and guidance document pertaining to APRN licensure and practice in Ohio.  The APRN Advisory Committee has also advised the Board regarding standards of practice in  specific clinical contexts. 

In 2025 and 2026, Chapter 4723-9, OAC, Prescriptive Authority, and Chapter 4723-8, OAC, Advanced Practice Registered Nurse Certification and Practice, are scheduled for five year review respectively, necessitating the APRN Advisory Comittee’s input.
	Primary Purpose & Goals: Section 4723.493, Ohio Revised Code (HB 216, 131st GA) authorizes the Board of Nursing (Board) to convene its Advisory Committee on Advanced Practice Registered Nursing (APRN Advisory Committee).  The statutory purpose of the committee is to advise the Board regarding the practice and regulations of advanced practice registered nurses.   The Advisory Committee on Advanced Practice Registered Nursing meets two to three times per year to review and make recommendations to the Board regarding administrative rules impacting Advanced Practice Registered Nursing licensure and practice, and responds to questions posed by the Board of Nursing when it is considering policy decisions.
