	Additional Notes: The Clean Ohio Trail Advisory Board is beneficial in assisting the Director of ODNR with selecting from eligible local governments, park and joint recreation districts, conservancy districts, soil and water conservation districts, and non-profit organizations for Clean Ohio Trails grant awards.   
 
ODNR highly values their input and recommends that the Clean Ohio Trail Advisory Board be renewed by the Sunset Review Committee. 
	Number of Members: The Board consists of 9 voting members who meet the following criteria:
·    1 member who is a county commissioner and who is recommended by a statewide organization that represents county commissioners;
·    1 member who is a township trustee and who is recommended by a statewide organization that represents township trustees;
·    1 member who is a member of the legislative authority of a municipal corporation and who is recommended by a statewide organization that represents municipal corporations;
·    3 representatives of statewide nonprofit organizations dedicated to the creation of recreational trails; and
·    1 representative each of development, environmental, and planning interests.
 
 
Board members are appointed by the Director of ODNR to three-year terms. All meetings are open to the public. Board members receive no compensation for their service, but may request reimbursement for actual and necessary expenses. 
 
We believe that the current makeup of the Board is good governance and works effectively to meet the Board's objective.
	Past & Present Budget: Board members may be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the discharge of duties.  However, no members have requested reimbursement.
	Past & Anticipated Workload: Traditionally, the Board meets once a year. Telephone and email communications take place as needed in the interim. The most recent meeting of the Board occurred on 12/14/2023. The following topics were addressed in the meeting: 
 
·         Review and discussion of ODNR's pending 2023 Clean Ohio Trail Fund program  recommendations
 
·         Input from the board on any proposed changes to the program
 
·         Timeline and funding for the 2024 grant cycle
 
The annual Board meeting is facilitated by three ODNR Office of Real Estate staff members who manage and/or work with the Clean Ohio Trail Fund program. The meeting lasts two to three hours. Several hours are also required for meeting preparation and follow up, for a total of approximately 22 hours of staff time. The Chief of the Office of Real Estate also attends portions of the Board meeting to welcome members, provide updates, and answer questions
	Primary Purpose & Goals: The Clean Ohio Trail Fund works to improve outdoor recreational opportunities for Ohioans by funding trails for outdoor recreational pursuits of all kinds. The Fund was established in ORC 1519.05 to provide matching grants to local political subdivisions (cities, villages, townships, counties, park districts, etc.) and nonprofit organizations for the purposes of purchasing land or interests in land for recreational trails and for the construction of such trails. The Ohio Department of Natural Resources administers the Clean Ohio Trail Fund grant program. 
 
The Clean Ohio Trail Advisory Board, established in ORC 1519.06, provides advice to the ODNR director regarding the selection of Clean Ohio Trail Fund grant applications that will be awarded matching grants. The Board also assists the Department in understanding community trail planning, coordination, and design. Grant program objectives and scoring criteria are periodically fine-tuned with Board advice and input.
