	Agency Name: Dietetics Advisory Council
	Point of Contact: Austin Lucous, State Medical Board
	Primary Purpose & Goals: The Dietetics Advisory Council was enacted under House Bill 49 of the 132nd General Assembly. In 2018, the Ohio Board of Dietetics was dissolved as dietitians became a regulated occupation of the State Medical Board. The Dietetics Advisory Council was formed to allow the dietetics community to advise the board on issues relating to the practice of dietetics. 
 
The DAC may make the following recommendations as listed in Section 7459.051 of the Ohio Revised Code:
 
(1) Requirements for issuing a license to practice as a dietitian or as a limited permit holder, including the educational and experience requirements that must be met to receive the license or permit;
 
(2) Existing and proposed rules pertaining to the practice of dietetics and the administration and enforcement of this chapter;
 
(3) Standards for the approval of educational programs required to qualify for licensure and continuing education programs for licensure renewal;
 
(4) Policies related to the issuance and renewal of licenses and limited permits;
 
(5) Fees for the issuance and renewal of a license to practice dietetics as a licensee or as a limited permit holder;
 
(6) Standards of practice and ethical conduct in the practice of dietetics;
 
(7) The safe and effective practice of dietetics, including scope of practice and minimal standards of care.
	Past & Anticipated Workload: The DAC is currently staffed by the Policy and Public Affairs staff at the State Medical Board. This duty is currently performed by the Legislative Director, and they are responsible for organizing each meeting, drafting minutes, presenting legislative and department updates to the council, managing appointments, and communicating with members of the council and the Ohio Academy of Nutrition and Dietetics.
 
Often, the State Medical Board will invite a staff member from different units of the Board to give presentations on how their work affects licensed dietitians. 
	Past & Present Budget: This advisory council does not have an allocated budget, and members do not receive compensation outside of travel reimbursements.
 
Travel Reimbursements FY 2023: $526.16
	Number of Members: The DAC is composed of not more than seven members consisting of at least three licensed dietitians, one educator with a doctoral degree in a program of nutrition and dietetics, ans one consumer member.
